Dear Parent/Child,

We are delighted to announce a first for the Schools of Chesham Carnival, a ‘virtual’” walking challenge. As
we are unable to hold our annual Carnival in its usual format, we wanted to bring you something different,
in which everyone can still get involved and support us in our all new Colours of Carnival!

Running through until Saturday 12th June - which would have been this year’s Carnival day - we invite you
to take on a sponsored walking challenge! We would love to encourage as many of our families as possible
to participate. It is also a great way to explore more of our local area, which a lot of people have already
been doing during periods of lockdown.

We have devised a series of 6 colour-coded routes which are all located in and around our schools, and each
with varying distances so there should be something for everyone. You can choose to complete just one
walk, as many as you wish or, indeed, all 6 which would total over 24 miles!

Route colour Route location Distance
Red route Carnival procession 1 mile
Ora Hawrid 4

Blue route Chesham Bois & Waterside 4.1 miles
Green route Pednor loop 5.6 miles
Purple route Chenies & Chess Valley 7 miles
Gold route — all 6 walks completed 24.4 miles

Please complete the entry form enclosed with this letter, including your child’s name, year group and school,
and don’t forget to tick which walk(s) you have completed, and return it to Carrie Jones via the school
office, mrscarriejones@outlook.com no later than Saturday 12th June.

We are aiming to keep a running total of all miles walked to see if, collectively, we can walk the equivalent
distance between Chesham and Tokyo (rounded to 6000 miles), hosts of the postponed Olympic &
Paralympic Games which will take place later this year!

Although the walking challenge is free to enter, we are asking you/your child to seek sponsorship for this
challenge in order to raise funds for the participating schools of Chesham, who would usually share all of
the monies raised on Carnival day. Having cancelled last year’s event, and with many other fund-raising

activities curtailed, this is needed now more than ever, and we would be hugely grateful for your support.
